350 citizens in focus groups across Europe have participated in the first

phase of the pilot that runs from October 2009 to February 2010. They
visited country specific platforms in France, Lithuania and the UK (see
www.jointhewave.org  for an example) to find out about climate change and

to add their own comments and information into the debate. The

participantOs feedback on their experience will then be analysed to

understand the changes that need to be made to enhance the user

experience and make participation in the debates easier.

So far feedback has been positive and the degree of participation has

indicated just how important the topic of climate change is to citizens across
Europe. Feedback from decision makers has also been encouraging with one
politician stating Olt'd be nice to see something like WAVE become popular,
as a complimentary feature to other things like DEMOS and Yougov in the

UKO.

During the second pilot phase, which will begin at the start of April, the
WAVE platform will be made available to all citizens across Europe.

Demos@Work smoking progress
